NAME OF AN ELECTED OFFICIAL LISTED (THIS IS 

NOT A POLITICAL PARADE!) 

 

2. NOTHING IS ALLOWED TO BE THROWN OR 

GIVEN OUT FROM MARCHERS OR FLOATS TO THE 

VIEWING PUBLIC. THIS IS TO ENSURE THE 

SAFETY OF ALL PARTIES! 
 

3. ALL UNITS MUST COMPLETE THE ENTIRE PARADE 

ROUTE ENDING IN THE MONMOUTH COUNTY 

COURTHOUSE PARKING LOT (NOT ON THE 

STREET!) 
 

4. NO UNIT IS ALLOWED TO CAUSE AN UNDUE DELAY 

IN THE PARADE. THE PARADE WILL NOT BE 

PERMITTED TO STOP FOR ANY REASON. THIS 

INCLUDES DRILLING AND PERFORMING IN 

FRONT OF THE REVIEWING STAND. 
 

5. ALL UNITS MUST RETURN A REGISTRATION FORM 

IN ORDER TO MARCH IN THE PARADE 

 
6. YOU WILL BE ASSIGNED A LINE OF MARCH WHICH
